January: Jab a breast
o Education Code 212.5 or Education Code 48915(a)(1)(4)
o Suspension, recommendation for expulsion and potential police
involvement
February: Mess up school signs
o Education Code 48900(f), 48900(g), 48900(k)(1)
o Suspension, recommendation for expulsion and potential police
involvement
March: Make a mess in the courtyard or cafeteria
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o Education Code 48900(f), 48900(g), 48900(k)(1)
o Suspension, recommendation for expulsion and potential police
involvement
o April: Grab some “eggz” (theft/stealing)
o Education Code 48900(g)
o Suspension, recommendation for expulsion and potential police
involvement
e May: Ditch day
o Education Code 48205
o Referral to Student Attendance Review Team (SART), Student
Attendance Review Board (SARB), identification as truant
e June: Flip off front office
o Education Code 48900(k)(1)
e July: Spray a neighbor’s fence
o Potential police involvement

these Tik Tok “challenges” could result in suspension, expulsion, police involvement,
and/or monetary fines for resulting damage.
